Present simple
I walk to school
[bookmark: _GoBack]Ex. I torture the goldfish….everyday -> adverb of frequency
Positive: he walks to school
Negative: he doesn’t walk to school
Question: does he walk to school?
Present continuous
Positive: he is walking to school
Negative: he isn’t walking to school 
Question: is he walking to school?
Ex. I am torturing the goldfish…now -> on the moment
                                 “            …this afternoon -> near future
Except love, like, need, hate and want
Simple past
When an action took place in the past
Ex. I mowed the lawn yesterday -> did you mow the lawn yesterday?
Verb + ed
Irregular verbs
Present perfect
Have/has + past participle (volt. Deelwoord)
When an action started in the past and is still going on
Ex. I’ve lived here for 10 years.
Or when a resent action still has a result.
Ex. Watch out, I’ve just painted the door.
